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Education on violence prevention (human rights and gender equality) must be
completed once a year according to legal basis. In accordance with the Ministry
of Gender Equality and Family’s operational guidelines on violence prevention
education, education completion performance is reported to the Ministry of
Gender Equality and Family every year. In particular, starting this year, in the

event that the completion rate of faculty and staff is less than 70% and the

completion rate of student is less than 50%, the relevant institution will be

designated as a “poor performer.” Given this, we ask each department to urge
students to complete the education.

1. Overview: Violence prevention (human rights and gender equality) education,
which is one of the sub-courses of the “Ethics and Safety” course, is a legally
compulsory education that must be completed every year separately from the

“Ethics and Safety” course.
